Buildings are ready and compound wall and other cosmetic additions are going 
on. Last fortnight we visited Central Food Technological Research Institute (CFTRI) 
at Mysore to discuss about Women Empowerment ideas and technical know how.
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With the financial support from Mr. SRK Rao and Mrs. Bhanumathi Sanapala, 
Smart Classrooms and a supporting Digital Computer Lab project is taken up for 
ZPH School at Kaikaram in West Godavari dt. The required technical support and 
the study course material with Videos and Question Bank is supported by Simply 
Science team headed by Mr. Siddhartha. So far, 5 Smart Classrooms are set up 
with required hardware, study course material and Wi-Fi connectivity. 55” TVs are 
provided in all the rooms and these TVs are connected to a server through Lap-
tops for better accessibility.

Simply Science team is also working to bridge the gaps between the CBSE course 
material that is presently loaded in the Server and the State Syllabus. This work 
will be completed in few weeks. 

Digital Computer Lab room is made ready with required tables and wiring. 30 
computers are delivered and ready for installation in the lab. 

Simply Science team had taken up two training sessions on the usage of Smart 
Classrooms and the course material. Next level of training is planned once the 
computer lab is ready after installation.

On 6th & 7th September, team comprising Sri YS Subrahmanyam, 
G Jagannadharao, M Krishnamohan Rao and M Sampath Kumar held discus-
sions with various government officials.
